	Non-Punitive Approaches to Bullying

Despite our best efforts at preventing bullying, school bullying has not disappeared. Research suggests that the response by school personnel is often ineffective, and students are reluctant to report incidents for fear that school response will not help or make the situation worse. Non-punitive strategies offer educators new approaches to respond when bullying occurs. These methods have shown excellent results in other countries, but are unfamiliar to most U.S. educators. This participatory workshop will teach three non-punitive methods (Brief Solution-Focused Counseling, the Support Group method, and the Method of Shared Concern, and provide demonstrations and opportunities for participants to practice the skills with coaching. One additional method (Restorative Justice) will be introduced. Facilitator: Sheri Bauman, Ph. D. is associate professor and director of the School Counseling master’s degree program at the University of Arizona
